Not to be outdone, the very popular Armin
Van Buuren excelled once more, rousing the hall with hypnotic waves of well cushioned
rhythms. British trio Above and Beyond then took over with a brilliant demonstration of their
expertise, a prelude to Montreal’s Preach, who brought the proceedings to a close with another
of his inspired performances. The House room, meanwhile, giving off an underground vibe with
its immense drawings of superheroes, pulsated at a high frequency all night long thanks to DJs
like Cesar Romero and Stephan Grondin, who pulled out all the stops from the word go. The
monumental Peter Rauhofer followed with his usual flair, lighting up the crowd with a singular
selection of rhythms. Following the stunning vocal contributions of Israeli singer Maya, her
compatriot Offer Nissim raised the roof even higher, heightening the intensity with powerful
mixes that were a hit with everyone in the room. Sultan followed with a brilliant set, which gave
way to yet another masterly session courtesy of Deep Dish’s Ali and Sharam, to end the
morning.
