Montreal’s White Party Week 
Auspicious winds signal delights for the senses 

 
 
Montreal, March 8, 2005 – Auspicious winds will soon sweep Montreal while the 
11th edition of Montreal’s White Party Week takes flight, March 24 to 28. Partying spirits, 
night owls, and indefatigable, inveterate dancers from all communities are therefore invited 
to flock to various hot spots mainly located downtown for five balmy evenings crowned by 
the spectacular White Party – on the night from the 27th to the 28th.  
 
Once again this year, the house will be housed by the Palais des Congrès, where two 
theme rooms will be set up (Trance and House) and will host acclaimed DJs called on by 
the most prestigious nightclubs on the planet: DJ David Morales, DJ Benny Benassi, DJ 
Tiësto, as well as DJ Peter Rauhofer and DJ Deep Dish making a much anticipated return 
on the occasion of this 11th edition. Other DJs from our own backyard, Marco G, 
DJ Preach, DJ Jester and DJ Bruno Brown, complete a roster that will no doubt create 
quite a vibe for the crowd – and breathe life in the party! 
 
Thursday, March 24 
 
Hustler White I and II, White Lies, Noche Blanco I and II… 
 
Hustler White – Part I will feature New York DJ Junior Vasquez, the man of a thousand 
hit remixes, who will share the tables with Canadian DJ Patrick Guay at Unity II (9 p.m. to 
3 a.m. – $15 at the door, $10 presale at Unity II coat check and free with VIP pass). At 
Cabaret à Mado, DJ Mister Smith, the mind behind the Cosmos volume II compilation 
(Eurofonic) will host the White Lies night with his cooler soul moods (10 p.m. to 3 a.m. – $4 
at the door and free with VIP pass). Meanwhile at the Upperclub, on St-Laurent Street, 
Noche Blanco – Part I will present British DJ Andy Norman and Tom de Neef Hed from 
Hed Kandi Records and Canadian DJ Franco Fabi will get genre aficionados dancing from 
10 p.m. ’til closing time ($15 and free with VIP pass). And everyone’s invited as of 3 a.m. to 
10 a.m. to keep the party going at Club Stéréo for the continuation of Noche Blanco and 
Hustler White – Part II saluting the return of DJs Andy Norman and Tom de Neef Hed for 
a more after set. DJ Franco Fabi and DJ Erik L. (Door $30 or $20 with coupon handed that 
night at Unity II and Upperclub, and free with VIP pass).  
 
At Club Red Lite in Laval, the mega White Lantern crowd will be spoilt for choice. In the 
main room, Parisian DJ Antoine Clamaran and Canadians DJ Michel Simard and 
DJ Jester will pave the way for the dancers while the latter will get the opportunity to let 
loose on tracks by DJ Lopez, DJ Pacha and DJ Sacha in the Hip Hop room, where Square 
(Les banlieuzards) will deliver a live performance. The night will start at 2 a.m. and end at 
11 a.m. ($20 and free with VIP pass). White Lantern participants will be eligible for the

Carte blanche 
 
This year, Montreal’s White Party has given carte blanche to DJ Patrick Dream at Club

During his residencies at Club Parking, DJ Patrick Dream has built quite a reputation by 
playing the best house and funky-house music in Montreal ($10 or free with VIP pass).

At Club Living (St-Laurent Street), three options are available for night owls on this Blanco 
Inferno night. In the main room, DJ Bruno Brown and DJ Simon Perreault (Montreal’s 
White Party 2002) will deploy their top speed house while DJ Blast will aim his touches of 
soul in the R’N’B’ room. For those inclined to a little R&R, the lounge will welcome DJ Bahij 
(10 p.m. to 3 a.m. – $10 and free with VIP pass).  
 
Sunday, March 27 
 
White Sleaze T-Dance 
 
As an appetizer for Montreal’s White Party, Club SKY will host the White Sleaze T-Dance 
with DJ Norm and DJ Alain Jackinsky, with hostess Miss Butterfly (voluntary contribution 
to benefit Séro-Zéro) as of 5 p.m.   
 
 
Warm-Up and Perfect Sundays pre-party 
 
To whet partiers’ appetite and warm up the atmosphere, the usual official Montreal’s White 
Party Warm-Up will be held at Club Millenium (7500 Viau) this year, from 10 p.m. to 3 a.m. 
DJ Louis Georges Cazabon will preside. And Club Parking will host Montreal’s White 
Party’s pre-party, Perfect Sundays, (10 p.m. to 3 a.m.) with American DJ John Howard 
and Canadian DJ Patrick Dream ($6 at the door and free with VIP pass).  
 
 
White Hot Hip Hop Night 
 
The main room at Club Aria will welcome the White Hot Hip Hop Night. Hosted by MC 
Keith Dean, the night promises to be hot since three DJs will take turns at the turntables: 
DJ Mike Mission, DJ Majess and DJ Kid Solja. The party starts at midnight and will last 
until 10 a.m. Tickets will be sold at the door on the day of the event; free for women and $15 
for men.
