No less than
3 out of the 10 best DJs on the globe — according to DJ Mag's Top 100, the
reference in this field — will officiate on this special occasion. On Sunday, April 11, from
9 p.m. to noon, Deep Dish (#10), Peter Rauhofer, DJ Lafleche and Jester will
preside over the House room baptized the Playground to honour the legendary club
which gave birth to the White Party. And Paul Van Dyk (#2), Armin Van Buuren (#3),
Preach and Marco G will spin in the Aria Trance room. There's not a single doubt
that all the winning conditions are in place to make this anniversary night
unforgettable.

The costume contest also returns this year with many prizes for the taking. All event
participants are also asked to pay special attention to the dress code (white) in
order to ensure maximum impact for the celebrations.

Originally from Brooklyn, Disciple has contributed to the emergence of a true New York
house sound as of the end of the 80s. As the thinking head behind the Catch 22 and
Nympho Sounds labels, he proposes deep and Latin sounds supported by tribal
accents.

Awarded the "Most Wanted Comeback"' honour on MTV in 2000, Plastic has become
a true cult artist whose genius has prompted generations to brush up on their French
with hits such as "Ca plane pour moi", "Téléphone mon bijou!" and "Tout petit la
planéte™. With more than 20 million albums sold under his belt, Plastic is back with
a live performance where he will be accompanied by the musicians of Poxy. This
promises to be quite the raving happening (with surprise guests) during DJ Frigid's
KINK! night at club Unity II.

Just north, on St-Laurent Boulevard, the chic Upperclub will welcome the Noche
Blanco event where none other than the boss of the famous Hed Kandi Records
label, DJ Mark Doyle, will be heard. Renowned for his top-notch compilations whose
covers are instantly recognized, Doyle is a selector whose exceptional talent is
universally acclaimed on all continents.

Presented two nights in a row (also on Friday, April 9), the Men in White fashion
show will also grace the Campus from 8 p.m. on. This event, that has become a
Montreal's White Party tradition, proposes the latest creations of renowned Montreal
designer Luk Laroche in a relaxed and user-friendly atmosphere.

Sunday, April 11

To get in the mood for Montreal's White Party. the White Sleaze event will propose an
energizing happy hour punctuated by the rhythms of Toronto's own DJ Shawn Riker



who will perform at club Sky after being a hit during his recent visit in the metropolis.
A voluntary contribution will be suggested to support the Rendez-Vous Montréal 2006
sporting event. Starting at 10 p.m., the official White Party warm-up will take place
at club Millennium with DJ Louis-Georges Cazabon.

In parallel with Montreal's White Party, those who'd rather get down and hip hop will
be fulfilled with the visit from a pillar of the legendary New York collective Wu-Tang
Clan, Raekwon. He'll offer a set as part of the White Hot Hip Hop Night event at the
Aria after-hours club.

And for those party animals among you, two events will follow the presentation of
Montreal's White Party on Monday. First, Off White au Cabaret a Mado will start at
11 a.m. (until 1 a.m.) and will feature a DJ set by a major international guest as well
as a surprise show to be confirmed.

Finally, the Off White Daylight event will kick off at 1 p.m. (until 3 a.m.) at the
Daylight Dayclub with DJs Robert de la Gauthier, Scott Free, Triple Tag, C-Side,
Bruno Brown and Max Hebert.
